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The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is the mechanism by which federal, state and local funds are approved for all significant
surface transportation projects and programs in the region. The FY 2024-2027 TIP comprises the first four years of the 2050 Metropolitan
Transportation Plan (MTP) for the Atlanta region. As the federally recognized Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for a 20-county
region, ARC is responsible for developing and amending/updating the TIP and MTP to meet federal planning requirements and address
local transportation needs.

ARC coordinates closely and continuously with its planning partners to make revisions to the TIP and MTP. Common revisions include
increases to cost, shifts in schedule and changes to transportation project scope. Minor revisions revisions may be handled
administratively by ARC staff, while major revisions must be handled via an amendment. Amendments entail significant coordination with
ARC's local, state and federal partners, require a formal public comment process, and are presented to the ARC Board for approval.

Amendment 2 to the ARC FY 2024-2027 TIP and MTP proposes changes to 45 new and existing projects for the following purposes:

« Planning for a Resilient Future
Funded by a grant under the federal Promoting Resilient Operations for Transformative, Efficient and Cost-saving Transportation
(PROTECT) program, ARC will develop the Atlanta region's first resilience improvement plan. This plan will identify areas in the region’s
transportation system that are particularly vulnerable to natural hazards such as flooding, extreme temperatures, and drought, and

recommend specific mitigation measures.

« Improving Safety Through Connected Vehicle Technology
Henry County will utilize funding through a federal Strengthening Mobility and Revolutionizing Transportation (SMART) grant to improve
roadway operations and decrease emergency vehicle response times. The project will support Connected Vehicle (CV) prototype and
plan development efforts, which seek to 1) prototype and conduct performance management of CV technology, and 2) develop the first
Henry County Connected Vehicle Technology Deployment Plan (CV Plan).

Amendment 2 Financial Summary

Amendment 2 project footprints touch many jurisdictions within in the Atlanta region, including Cherokee, Clayton, Cobb, Coweta,
DeKalb, Douglas, Fulton, Gwinnett, Henry and Spalding counties. Project purposes include multiuse trails, planning and studies,
roadway expansion, roadway operations, bridge rehabilitation and safety improvements. Driven largely by an infusion of federal
discretionary grant funding and congressionally directed spending awards, this amendment increases federal funding programmed
to TIP and MTP projects by $265.3 million. These new federal dollars impact several projects which previously relied more heavily
upon local funding, which decreases by $93.4 million in amendment 2. Finally, amendment 2 proposes a state funding increase of
$1.6 million to support several GDOT sponsored projects. Combined, the total proposed change in TIP and MTP project funding is
an addition of approximately $173.5 million across all funding sources.
